



Virginia Intercollegiate Soccer Officials Association
DUES

Applicability:  Those who have an association with VISOA in the interest of collegiate soccer officiating.

Effective:  August 1, 2011

Membership Types and Amounts:
Active – NISOA certified referees and assessors who are registered with VISOA and available for game assignments.  Dues amount to be set by the Board of Directors annually by October 1st for the next year.

Associate - NISOA certified referees and assessors who are registered with another NISOA chapter and accept VISOA game assignments.  Dues amount will be at a rate per game to be set by the Board of Directors annually by October 1st  for the current season.  No associate dues will be charged if the associate pays active VISOA member dues. 
Inactive – Those referees who do not accept game assignments in the current season.  NISOA sets the dues amount and limits inactive status to two (2) years after which the referee must apply as a new member to return.  Those returning to active NISOA status within two (2) years must pay the difference between annual inactive and renewing member dues. 
Hall of Fame – Members of the VISOA Hall of Fame are exempt from VISOA dues and may attend the annual training clinic without charge.
Military – Members in an active military status are exempt from VISOA and NISOA dues if unable to accept game assignments in the current season.

Retired – Those former active referees and assessors who choose to continue receiving chapter communications.  Retired members have no vote in chapter affairs.  Annual dues amount to be set by the Board of Directors annually by July 1st.  Retired members may attend the annual training clinic by paying active member dues on a pro rata attendance basis to be determined by the Secretary-Treasurer.

Refunds:  Those members who retire from NISOA, elect to be inactive, or transfer to another chapter may request a refund of prepaid current season VISOA and/or NISOA dues as applicable.  To receive full dues refunds written notice must be given to the Secretary-Treasurer no later than one (1) month before the annual training clinic.  
Refunds of VISOA dues may be granted if the retirement, inactivity or transfer is announced before the start of the current season (usually about August 15th) and the member did not attend the annual training clinic with advance notice of non attendance.  No refunds of VISOA dues will be given if the member attended the annual training clinic.  

Refunds of NISOA dues requested after May 1st require exceptional circumstances such as bankruptcy or death of member.  
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
