GAME REPORTING

Applicability:  Referees officiating games assigned by VISOA.

Effective:  August 1, 2011

Responsibilities:   

The center referee is responsible for creating a game report in ArbiterSports preferably on the same day and within 24 hours of game termination.  Retain notes and rosters for reference.  The center referee shall call the Assigner (or if unavailable the Commissioner) as soon as possible after the game to report: 

· Red cards

· Early termination of game

· Fighting

· Suspensions/stoppages for off field events.

Assistant referees (AR) and 4th officials should record all bookings during a game and confirm that information with the center referee at the half and end of the game.  AR and 4th's should also make detailed notes of all incidents and retain the documentation for one year after the game.    

The Assigner will monitor reports submitted in ArbiterSports and advise the center referee whether or not to contact the Commissioner directly about an incident.  Before verifying a game report, the Assigner will check the game fee and travel pay data for accuracy.    

Procedure:  The center referee will enter the final team scores and status of each official in the applicable boxes.  In the 'Comments' section, enter red and yellow card details (time, team, player # and name, reason) in chronological order.  Comments should be made about:

· Injuries requiring further diagnosis or treatment by medical personnel

· Problems with scorekeeper, timer, trainer and other support staff

· Troublesome field conditions and markings

· Adverse remarks from school administrators

· Unruly players and team personnel in bench area

· Problems with accommodations (parking, security, locker room, etc.).

Do NOT enter comments about the weather, style of play, team attitudes and other descriptions that do not relate to reportable incidents.  If there were no bookings and reportable incidents, leave the Comments section blank.    
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
