The meeting was called to order by the President at 8:06 p.m. and he confirmed the agenda sent previously.   
Secretary-Treasurer Report – Owen 
The minutes of the last meeting on 12/11/05 and the Treasurer's Report through December were sent via email before the meeting to all those listed above.  There being no questions, the Board approved both the minutes and report as presented unanimously.
Jeff asked if the board meeting minutes could be distributed to members in his area.  Owen suggested that the VISOA website be used to publish minutes but that board members should have the opportunity to review minutes and request changes and corrections before they are released to the public.  Owen motioned that board meeting minutes be drafted and sent to board members for comment before posting on the VISOA website.  The motion was seconded and approved unanimously.    

About 30 members are due mileage payments but have not yet responded with their non VISOA game counts.  Owen will send a list of those outstanding to the respective area reps for follow up.  A motion was made, seconded and approved that if a member does not respond to Owen by 3/1, his/her 2005 mileage allocation will revert to the treasury. 

President's Report – Chip

Chip called for a report from the Grievance Committee Chair, Bob Fischer.  

Grievance Committee Report – Bob
Before reporting, Bob mentioned that his mother died recently and his daughter was married.  He stated that investigating the grievance submitted by a VISOA member (name omitted) in the fall was delayed due to delays in forming (an initial nominee declined) and meeting with the committee.  He presented a report of the committee's findings.  Various questions were posed by several board members.  After lengthy discussion of the report and disclosure of other information concerning the grievant, Bob agreed to consult further with the committee.  After those deliberations, Bob will send a revised report to the President and make a recommendation to the Ethics and Discipline Committee.         

Old Business
Chip asked for an update on the Assignor position.  Some reiterated that the Board agreed in December to advertise the position and should proceed.  Others countered that opening the position at this time would create uncertainty among coaches and members and possibly cause interruptions in the assigning process.  It was stated that the Grievance Committee found no evidence of unethical behavior by the incumbent Assignor.  The discussion ended with a consensus that since the position was not opened last year, considering interested applicants would provide the opportunity for the board to select the best available person.  
Due to the time spent in discussion, Chip suggested that any other old or new business be deferred to the next meeting. 
Next Meeting will be held on Sunday, March 12, 2006, at Randolph-Macon College in Ashland at 11 a.m.  The start and length of the meeting will depend on the number of assignor applicants and time needed to consider other business.  
The meeting was adjourned at 9:20 p.m.
